PSA 25:8 Good and upright is the LORD: therefore will he teach sinners in the way.  PSA 32:8 I 
will instruct thee and teach thee in the way which thou shalt go: I will guide thee with mine eye.   
God is a father who teaches His children and ____________ them in the way they should go. 
 
PSA 31:7 I will be glad and rejoice in thy mercy: for thou hast considered my trouble; thou hast 
known my soul in adversities;  
God is a father who understands our sorrows and is very _______________. 
 
PSA 1:1-5 Blessed is he whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is covered.  Blessed is the 
man unto whom the LORD imputeth not iniquity, and in whose spirit there is no guile.  When I 
kept silence, my bones waxed old through my roaring all the day long.  For day and night thy 
hand was heavy upon me: my moisture is turned into the drought of summer. Selah.  I 
acknowledged my sin unto thee, and mine iniquity have I not hid. I said, I will confess my 
transgressions unto the LORD; and thou forgavest the iniquity of my sin. Selah.  For thou, Lord, 
art good, and ready to forgive; and plenteous in mercy unto all them that call upon thee.   
1JO 1:9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us 
from all unrighteousness.

God is a father who talks to us, and _____________ us throughout our entire life. 
 
PSA 58:11 So that a man shall say, Verily there is a reward for the righteous: verily he is a God 
that judgeth in the earth.  MAT 6:4 That thine alms may be in secret: and thy Father which seeth 
in secret himself shall reward thee openly.  1CO 2:9 But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor 
ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for 
them that love him.  EPH 6:8 Knowing that whatsoever good thing any man doeth, the same 



shall he receive of the Lord, whether he be bond or free.

PSA 103:10-14 He hath not dealt with us after our sins; nor 
rewarded us according to our iniquities.  For as the heaven is high above the earth, so great is his 
mercy toward them that fear him.  As far as the east is from the west, so far hath he removed our 
transgressions from us.  Like as a father pitieth his children, so the LORD pitieth them that fear 
him.  For he knoweth our frame; he remembereth that we are dust.

God is a father who is ready and able to restore our life from d____________  when we repent 
of our sins because He is loving and kind. 
 
PSA 89:7 God is greatly to be feared in the assembly of the saints, and to be had in reverence of 
all them that are about him.   
God is a father who deserves our love and r____________. 
 
PSA 107:9 For he satisfieth the longing soul, and filleth the hungry soul with goodness.  JOH 
14:2 In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to 
prepare a place for you.  HEB 11:16 But now they desire a better country, that is, an heavenly: 
wherefore God is not ashamed to be called their God: for he hath prepared for them a city.

ISA 49:14-16 But Zion said, The LORD hath forsaken me, and my Lord hath forgotten me.  Can 
a woman forget her sucking child, that she should not have compassion on the son of her womb? 
yea, they may forget, yet will I not forget thee.  Behold, I have graven thee upon the palms of my 
hands; thy walls are continually before me.

2CO 6:17-18 Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and 
touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you, And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall 
be my sons and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty.

LAM 3:22-23 It is of the LORD'S mercies that we are not consumed, because his compassions 
fail not.  They are new every morning: great is thy faithfulness.  MAL 3:6 For I am the LORD, I 
change not; therefore ye sons of Jacob are not consumed.   
God is a father who is always the same and never c_________________. 
 
ZEP 3:17 The LORD thy God in the midst of thee is mighty; he will save, he will rejoice over 
thee with joy; he will rest in his love, he will joy over thee with singing.  MAL 3:16-17 Then 
they that feared the LORD spake often one to another: and the LORD hearkened, and heard it, 
and a book of remembrance was written before him for them that feared the LORD, and that 
thought upon his name.  And they shall be mine, saith the LORD of hosts, in that day when I 
make up my jewels; and I will spare them, as a man spareth his own son that serveth him.  PRO

God is a father who does everything for His childrens good because He loves them and wants 
to deliver them from ____________. 
 
ROM 8:1 There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus...

God is a father who loves us to talk with Him freely like a child to His  ____________.  
 
ROM 8:28 And we know that all things work together for good to them who love the Lord, to 
them who are the called according to his purpose. 1CO 10:13 There hath no temptation taken 
you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted 
above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be 
able to bear it.  1PE 4:19 Wherefore let them that suffer according to the will of God commit the 
keeping of their souls to him in well doing, as unto a faithful Creator.  1PE 5:10 But the God of 
all grace, who hath called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have suffered a 
while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you.  MAT 12:20 A bruised reed shall he not 
break, and smoking flax shall he not quench...

GAL 4:4-5 But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a 
woman, made under the law, To redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the 
adoption of sons.  Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of 
God through Christ.   
God is a father who treats His children as  ___________ to His riches. 
 
EPH 1:3-6 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who hath blessed us with all 
spiritual blessings in heavenly places in Christ: According as he hath chosen us in him before the 
foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before him in love: Having 



predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ to himself, according to the good 
pleasure of his will, To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in 
the beloved.   
God is a father who always accepts us and never r___________ us. 
 
HEB 12:6-9 For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he 
receiveth.  If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom 
the father chasteneth not?  But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are 
ye bastards, and not sons.  Furthermore we have had fathers of our flesh which corrected us, and 
we gave them reverence: shall we not much rather be in subjection unto the Father of spirits, and 
live?   
God is a father who disciplines His children because He loves them and wants them to avoid 
the consequences of ___________. 
 
1JO 1:3 That which we have seen and heard declare we unto you, that ye also may have 
fellowship with us: and truly our fellowship is with the Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ.  
PSA 15:8 The sacrifice of the wicked is an abomination to the Lord; but the prayer of the upright 
is his delight. 
God is a father who loves to talk to His children and hear them talk to _______________. 
 
LUK 11:9-13 And I say unto you, Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, 
and it shall be opened unto you.  For every one that asketh receiveth; and he that seeketh findeth; 
and to him that knocketh it shall be opened.  If a son shall ask bread of any of you that is a 
father, will he give him a stone?  Or if he ask a fish, will he for a fish give him a serpent?  Or if 
he shall ask an eff, will he offer him a scorpion?  If ye then, being evil, know how to give good 
gifts unto your children; how much more ahll your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them 
that ask him? PHI 4:6  Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with 
thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God. JOH 16:23-27 Whatsoever ye shall ask 
the Father in my name, he will give it you.  Hitherto have ye asked nothing in my name; ask, and 
ye shall receive, that your joy may be full.  At that day ye shall ask in my name; and I say not 
unto you, that I will pray the Father for you; For the Father himself loveth you, because ye have 
loved me, and have believed that I came out from God. 1JO 5:14 This is the confidence that we 
have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us.  And if we know that 
he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of Him.
